FORMAT

ÅAs reported to the community in October of 2021, the Fontana Police 
Department transitioned from Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) format to the 
Department of Justice mandated National Incident Based Reporting System 
(NIBRS).  

ÅThere were significant reporting requirement changes, in terms of types of 
crimes and categories reported.  

ÅAs a result, year -to -year comparison reporting is not available due to the 
new format and crimes reported.  

ÅAs an example, Robbery was reported as a Crime Against Person in UCR 
format but transitioned to a Property Crime under NIBRS.  

ÅIt is important to note nothing has changed in the manner your Fontana 
Police Department investigates crimes.
